Professional Support


This will be provided by the appropriate professionals. This could be members of the ASK SALI team or SENDSASS. EYs or services provided by DSPL. 


Professionals may be present at clusters or this may be agreed outside of clusters, support will be in place as quickly as possible. 


The support may be given, even if funding is agreed if it is thought to be beneficial.  


Panel


The panel will be composed of DSPL Manager, SEND Lead and 1 Lead SENCO.

DSPL share applications with clusters


Clusters will look at the applications against the guidance and decide whether the application should proceed to the panel for a decision. If it is felt that the needs of the child can be met from ordinarily available provision it will not proceed to the panel. Advice and guidance will be provided to the school through peer support and, where appropriate professional support


The panel will decide whether this should be funded. 


If it is agreed that it should be funded the level of funding will be agreed in line with the cost of the intervention and the guidance. 


DSPL will inform school if the decision.


Lead SENCo will facilitate discussions and record outcomes.
